CONCERT RIDER FOR KRZAK BAND

STAGE 

· Minimal stage dimensions: 6 x 4 m; height : minimum 50 cm.

· Stage must meet all the safety and fire standards.

· Stage must be stable balanced and flat, and have smooth and clean surface, without any sticking out elements and gaps. 

· There should be a passage between stage and dresing-room, allowing musicians to enter stage, without direct contact with the audience.  

· Electric wiring on stage must be attached to the ground in a unmovable way.

SOUND SYSTEM 

· The Band is using their own instuments and their own back-line. 

· In order to prepare the sound system for the band, at least 8 microphones (Shure) must be attached: 5 for drums, 2 for guitar and violin (Shure SM57) and 1 for frontman (SM58) plus 4 lines. 3 lines to bass and 1 to violin. At the same time, the violin is being sounded through a microphone capsule from "Schoeps", which signal goes to P.A. (line-out cannon type + 48 volt phantom)

· Violinist-frontman uses Shure SM58 microphone plus a straight stand (!!!)

· The band requires minimum two independent monitored lanes (fill) – first for violinist and guitar players, second for drummer (drumfill).   

· The Main mixer must be 16 x 2 x 2 (Soundcraft) or similar class.  

· Sound power must correspond to the music style and must include a sound correction, suitable for number of people, surface of audience and cubic measure of concert hall. 

· Sound system should be free from hype and noises. Speakers shouldn’t be placed on the stage  – hanging systems are prefered.

LIGHTS

· Stage lights should light up musicians in a proper way, in order to make scenic area visible for the audience.

· It is forbbiden to use stroboscopes during the gig (!!!)

· Lights cannot be hanged lower than 3 meters above the stage and they cannot limit the band’s stage performance. 

· Lightning eqiupment must be properly secured in order to prevent from any danger that may happen to the band, technical crew or their instruments and equipment. 

ELECTRIC POWER

· Electric power for band - voltage: one phase 220-240 V, amperage – 16 A, conductor – 0 V; Fluktuation - to 5%

· Electric power voltage must be stable and the power system must be secured from sudden disconnection.

· All stage electric power sources must contain working conductor and neutral pole with ground conductor.

· All stage electric cables must be provided before the band starts to set their equpiment.

· There should be 3 electric extension cords (with 4 nests) with conductors in designated areas.    

BAND CREW

· ORGANIZER is obliged to designate:

   2 people – to help the band during unloading and loading band’s equipment

1 person – sound 

1 person – lights  

"KRZAK" – BACK-LINE

Jan Błędowski plays on acoustic violin with electric pick-up "Barcus Berry". Violin signal goes through the mickrophone capsule  "Schoeps" to P.A. He is also using "Fender" amplifier - model "Super Reverb".

Floor efects are Korg panel "Ton Works AX 1500 G" model and "wah-wah" efect from "Jim Dunlop". He plays on "Thomastik - Spirocore" strings.

Leszek Winder plays Fender Stratocaster 1970 guitar. He is using ERNIE BALL – Regular Slinky strings 2221 type, Marshall JCM 900 amplifier and JCM 800  column Marshall 1960 A. Wah-Wan VOX Limited Edition V847G

Bass amp, mimimum 400 W, brands like Ampeg, Hartke System, Eden or similar mostly welcome.

DRUMS standard percussion set /central drum, snare drum, 2 front drums and tom/ and  Zildian cymbals:
